We offer
flexible packages to support irregular shift patterns and long days, giving you the
peace of mind that your child is in a safe and happy environment whilst you work.

Our purpose -built property is locat ed close to the M6 0 and is easily accessible by
public transport. Our  nursery is beautifully designed and finished to an
exceptionally high standard creating a warm and homely atmosphere.

Our nursery has spacious, bright areas dedicated

to each stage of d evelopment from birth to 5
years of age. We provide childcare from 7am -
7pm and are open all year round except for the
Christmas period . Our nursery is easily accessible
for disabled people and we have our own car
park, providing easy drop off and collection for
you and your family.

Your child will be settled into our nursery gradually.
Firstly,spending o ne hour, building up to a half  -day
session and then staying for lunch. This phasing in
allows your child to become familiar with our nursery
surroundings and staff. These settling in sessions
usually last a week, but this is dependent on each
individual ch i | d. We understand
different and our aim is to make these sessions as
flexible and comforting as possible to guarantee
that both you and your child are well adjusted to

our surroundings. Parent visits are encouraged whilst
your child is gradually settled into nursey so please

Our playrooms are generously proportioned, carefully planned and extensively
resourced to create inspiring learning environments in which children can grow
and learn with confidence. Each playroom has access to outdoor play areas,
offering the opportunity for regular o utdoor learning opportunities across all areas
of the curriculum. A set of development records are held for each child in the
nursery and on our Learning Journals. These are available for viewing at all times

and are continuously updated with pictures and observations made on your
child's progress. Access to your child's records are available at any time so you
don't miss out on anything and strict confidentiality is maintained at all times.

Our Baby Room is registered for u p to 12 children from birth to 1 year  of age. We
have hi ghly experienced staff whose priority is to mirror the home routine of each
baby as closely as possible. Wi pes and c¢ @w dnsludechiinl okr fees;
however our parents are requ ired to supply nappies and formula or breast milk to
ensure continuity between home and nursery. Our Baby room is a naturally
resourced environment creating a calm and stimulating environment for the
children. The room has a lot of natural light  with a qui et and secure sleeping area
where babies can go to sleep in our folded beds and mosses baskets . The children
are encouraged to participate in messy activities extending their sensory
development and have access to their private garden area to ensure babies get
as much fresh air as possible whilst they safely explore the natural outdoors . We
are a breast feeding friendly nursery, with staff trained in breast milk storage. We
encourage and welcome you to visit during the day to feed your child and even

have a Family Room where you can take your baby in peace to feed them
whenever necessary.

Children progress into our Toddler Room after a discussion with yourself around the
time your baby turns 1 year old. Here we begin to adopt a more challenging and
varied approach to the day. Your child will be introduced to activities such as
painting, sand modelling and water play. There will also be a more prominent

focus on physical and musical activity, giving au . ’
children creative scope to expl ore what they :
want, helping them to de velop skills and
individuality . Children in this room are
encouraged to explore the role play are where

we provide real fruit and vegetables, large
natural construction areas and a relaxing
comfy corner for when they have had a hard

day of learning.
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We always discuss the transition process with you before any room changes
happen, but children usually move toour  2-3's & Pre-School Rooms' once they turn

2 years old and 3 years old . This unit is designed to create independent skill  s; with
larger exciting areas to explore , children are provide d with a choice and taught

to make their own decisions, helping the children to prepare for school. Our 2-3's
area is where children can get as messy as they like whilst exploring sand, water,

malleable materi als, our indoor garden centre and much more. Our Pre-School
area is a spacious open plan space, which creates endless opportunities for our
children. The children have access to our large natural construction area and a

baking club where they can explore s cience and maths . All the activities in these
areas are designed to encourage each child's speech, language and
imagination. Children are encouraged to use the extensive range of resources
provided to support their learning. We allow the children to lead a ctivities and
Influence what happens next. ~ We will also introduce early numeracy and literacy
skills and activities designed to develop your child's communication skills.

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Outdoor Play

We love to get outside at Holyrood Hope ! We have two large outdoor play areas
which provide our children with opportunities to get fresh air and have fun in a
safe and secur e environment. Our amazing outdoor areas not only provide
children with the opportunity to explore our natural gardened area with a
fantastic mud kitchen but also out unique forest area I We also have an outdoor
balance pit which is a great way for children to learn new skills including problem
solving and communication whilst supporting all areas of physical development.

As well as access to our fabulous outdoor play areas and our secure for est area
children of all ages enjoy regular walks in the local area. Our youngest children

are often seen out in our double buggies enjoying the fresh air, sights and sounds

of the local community. We use Walkodile Child Safety Systems and high visibility
vests to keep children safe when out on trips away from the nursery.

The Holyrood nursery staff team comprises of a blend of mature, experienced and
professionally qualified nursery practitioners and trainees working towards their
qualifications. All staf fare skilled in expertly guiding your child through the wonders
of learning whilst playing. Our staff are dedicated to treating your child with
patience, affection, enthusiasm and understanding. All staff participate in
ongoing training to constantly prog ress their own skills and abilities.

She
has an excellent knowledge around

providing quality childcare, child

development and safeguarding children. We

Our Menu

Our nutritionally balanced menus ensure our children are raring to go every day!
Children are offered a range of delicious, nutritious meals and snacks. Our
wholesome and nourishing menus are expertly designed to give your little one the
very best start in life.

The meals we provid e are all home -cooked within our nursery by our experi enced,
on site nursery chef. Our chef has carefully created a  4-week rolling menu, which
has been approved by the Starting Life Well
team, and ensures a healthy well balanced diet
for all children. Whenever possible we try to
source all our food locally and organically,
including seasona | vegetables and fruit. We
believe that by providing our children with
nutritional food, bursting with fresh fruit and
vegetables, is a necessity in each child's physical
and mental well -being.

Dietary Requirements

Our menus change every 4 weeks, in line with the availability of seasonal produce.
We have a flexible approach and are happy to cater for a range of special
dietary, medical, religious or cultural requirements.

We ask our parents to bring in  formula milk for babies, in a ccordance with current
guidelines. These will be made up as required and stored safely in accordance
with manufacturer's suggestions. Our staff have all been fully trained in Food
Hygiene and are passionate about teaching children the importance of good
hygiene too. We promote washing hands before and after meals and snacks and
encourage children to help serve their own food and clean their teeth after meals.

Above all, we believe that meal times should be a happy, relaxed time where
children learn social skills, manners, good hygiene practise and healthy eating
habits to last them a lifetime.
